4. Reprinting or adapting a table from another printed or online source must include a copyright attribution in a note. The caption below the figure begins with the word Note in italics, followed by a full stop ‘.’ – if the figure was created from another source.

Figures can be any image or illustration: photograph, clipart image, graph, map, drawing, diagram (Figure 1). Like tables, figures include several elements:
· Numerical identification: Identical to that of the tables (that is, numbering in the order in which they are mentioned in the text, presentation above the figure, left alignment, and bold). 
· The title should be presented on the line below the numerical identification, double-spaced, in italics and in capital letters.
· Caption: Captions are not mandatory and should only be included to explain information contained in the image (e.g., explanation of the meaning of colours or patterns in a graph).
· Note: If necessary, like tables, figures may contain three types of notes (general, specific, or probability). Specifically for figures, general notes include the designation of abbreviations, units of measurement, or symbols not included in the caption. 
· Reprinting or adapting an image from another printed or online source must include a copyright attribution in a note.
